
“Let us rejoice and exult [Our hearts are glad and at rest] 
and give him the glory, [Our boast is God – He did it, not us] 
for the marriage of the Lamb has come, [All the work of God is at once fulfilled and complete] 
and his Bride has made herself ready; [God was faithful to preserve us until His return] 
it was granted her to clothe herself [We are His Bride because He chose us and set us apart through His 
own doing] 
with fine linen, bright and pure— [Our sin is removed and we are now clothed with His garments] 
for the fine linen is the righteous deeds of the saints.” [His righteousness, not ours] Revelation 19:7-8 
 
“And I am sure of this, that he who began a good work in you will bring it to completion at the day of 
Jesus Christ. It is right for me to feel this way about you all, because I hold you in my heart, for you are all 
partakers with me of grace, both in my imprisonment and in the defense and confirmation of the gospel.” 
Philippians 1:6-7 
 
“But whatever gain I had, I counted as loss for the sake of Christ. Indeed, I count everything as loss 
because of the surpassing worth of knowing Christ Jesus my Lord. For his sake I have suffered the loss of 
all things and count them as rubbish, in order that I may gain Christ and be found in him, not having a 
righteousness of my own that comes from the law, but that which comes through faith in Christ, the 
righteousness from God that depends on faith—that I may know him and the power of his resurrection, 
and may share his sufferings, becoming like him in his death, that by any means possible I may attain the 
resurrection from the dead. Not that I have already obtained this or am already perfect, but I press on to 
make it my own, because Christ Jesus has made me his own. Brothers, I do not consider that I have made 
it my own. But one thing I do: forgetting what lies behind and straining forward to what lies ahead, I 
press on toward the goal for the prize of the upward call of God in Christ Jesus.” Philippians 3:7-14 
 
“And so, from the day we heard, we have not ceased to pray for you, asking that you may be filled with 
the knowledge of his will in all spiritual wisdom and understanding, so as to walk in a manner worthy of 
the Lord, fully pleasing to him, bearing fruit in every good work and increasing in the knowledge of 
God. May you be strengthened with all power, according to his glorious might, for all endurance and 
patience with joy, giving thanks to the Father, who has qualified you to share in the inheritance of the 
saints in light. He has delivered us from the domain of darkness and transferred us to the kingdom of his 
beloved Son, in whom we have redemption, the forgiveness of sins… And you, who once were alienated 
and hostile in mind, doing evil deeds, he has now reconciled in his body of flesh by his death, in order to 
present you holy and blameless and above reproach before him, if indeed you continue in the faith, 
stable and steadfast, not shifting from the hope of the gospel that you heard, which has been proclaimed 
in all creation under heaven, and of which I, Paul, became a minister.”  Colossians 1:9-14, 21-23 
 
“Therefore, as you received Christ Jesus the Lord, so walk in him, rooted and built up in him and 
established in the faith, just as you were taught, abounding in thanksgiving.” Colossians 2:6-7 
 
“Now may the God of peace who brought again from the dead our Lord Jesus, the great shepherd of the 
sheep, by the blood of the eternal covenant, equip you with everything good that you may do his will, 
working in us that which is pleasing in his sight, through Jesus Christ, to whom be glory forever and ever.

JUSTIFICATION:  
• a judicial decision to free someone from his or her guilt and to present him or her innocent.  God 

accomplished this on our behalf by his own death (death is the punishment or consequence of our 
sin).  Jesus served the sentence that we deserve.  Jesus was raised in order to present us innocent.   

• Entirely the work of God 
• God’s once and for all work of removing our sin, past, present and future 
 
“We ourselves are Jews by birth and not Gentile sinners; yet we know that a person is not justified by 
works of the law but through faith in Jesus Christ, so we also have believed in Christ Jesus, in order to be 
justified by faith in Christ and not by works of the law, because by works of the law no one will be 
justified. But if, in our endeavor to be justified in Christ, we too were found to be sinners, is Christ then a 
servant of sin? Certainly not! For if I rebuild what I tore down, I prove myself to be a transgressor. For 
through the law I died to the law, so that I might live to God. I have been crucified with Christ. It is no 
longer I who live, but Christ who lives in me. And the life I now live in the flesh I live by faith in the Son of 
God, who loved me and gave himself for me. I do not nullify the grace of God, for if justification were 
through the law, then Christ died for no purpose.” Galatians 2:15-21 
 
“Now we know that whatever the law says it speaks to those who are under the law, so that every mouth 
may be stopped, and the whole world may be held accountable to God. For by works of the law no 
human being will be justified in his sight, since through the law comes knowledge of sin. But now the 
righteousness of God has been manifested apart from the law, although the Law and the Prophets bear 
witness to it—the righteousness of God through faith in Jesus Christ for all who believe. For there is no 
distinction: for all have sinned and fall short of the glory of God, and are justified by his grace as a gift, 
through the redemption that is in Christ Jesus, whom God put forward as a propitiation by his blood, to be 
received by faith. This was to show God's righteousness, because in his divine forbearance he had 
passed over former sins. It was to show his righteousness at the present time, so that he might be just and 
the justifier of the one who has faith in Jesus.” Romans 3:19-26 
 
“It will be counted to us who believe in him who raised from the dead Jesus our Lord, who was delivered 
up for our trespasses and raised for our justification.” Romans 4:24-25 
 
“For while we were still weak, at the right time Christ died for the ungodly. For one will scarcely die for a 
righteous person—though perhaps for a good person one would dare even to die—but God shows his 
love for us in that while we were still sinners, Christ died for us. Since, therefore, we have now been 
justified by his blood, much more shall we be saved by him from the wrath of God. For if while we were 
enemies we were reconciled to God by the death of his Son, much more, now that we are reconciled, 
shall we be saved by his life. More than that, we also rejoice in God through our Lord Jesus Christ, 
through whom we have now received reconciliation.” Romans 5:6-11 
 
But the free gift is not like the trespass. For if many died through one man's trespass, much more have the 
grace of God and the free gift by the grace of that one man Jesus Christ abounded for many. And the free 
gift is not like the result of that one man's sin. For the judgment following one trespass brought 
condemnation, but the free gift following many trespasses brought justification. If, because of one man's 
trespass, death reigned through that one man, much more will those who receive the abundance of 
grace and the free gift of righteousness reign in life through the one man Jesus Christ. Therefore, as one 
trespass led to condemnation for all men, so one act of righteousness leads to justification and life for all 
men.  For as by the one man's disobedience the many were made sinners, so by the one man's 
obedience the many will be made righteous.” Romans 5:15-19 
 
“But when the goodness and loving kindness of God our Savior appeared, he saved us, not because of 
works done by us in righteousness, but according to his own mercy, by the washing of regeneration and 
renewal of the Holy Spirit, whom he poured out on us richly through Jesus Christ our Savior, so that being 
justified by his grace we might become heirs according to the hope of eternal life.” Titus 3:4-7 



SANCTIFICATION:  
• God’s on-going work of conforming us to the image of Jesus 
• Entirely the work of God 
• This work will not be completed until Jesus returns at which time He presents us to the Father pure 

and blameless (Colossians 1:21-22; Philippians 1:6-7). 
 
“If a person turns to mediums and wizards, whoring after them, I will set my face against that person and 
will cut him off from among his people. Consecrate yourselves, therefore, and be holy, for I am the LORD 
your God. Keep my statutes and do them; I am the LORD who sanctifies you.” Leviticus 20:6-8 
 
“I have given them your word, and the world has hated them because they are not of the world, just as I 
am not of the world.  I do not ask that you take them out of the world, but that you keep them from the 
evil one.  They are not of the world, just as I am not of the world.  Sanctify them in the truth; your word is 
truth.  As you sent me into the world, so I have sent them into the world.  And for their sake I consecrate 
myself, that they also may be sanctified in truth.” John 17:14-19 
 
“And now I commend you to God and to the word of his grace, which is able to build you up and to give 
you the inheritance among all those who are sanctified.” Acts 20:32 
 
“But rise and stand upon your feet, for I have appeared to you for this purpose, to appoint you as a 
servant and witness to the things in which you have seen me and to those in which I will appear to you, 
delivering you from your people and from the Gentiles—to whom I am sending you to open their eyes, so 
that they may turn from darkness to light and from the power of Satan to God, that they may receive 
forgiveness of sins and a place among those who are sanctified by faith in me.” Acts 26:16-18 
 
“But thanks be to God, that you who were once slaves of sin have become obedient from the heart to the 
standard of teaching to which you were committed, and, having been set free from sin, have become 
slaves of righteousness. I am speaking in human terms, because of your natural limitations. For just as you 
once presented your members as slaves to impurity and to lawlessness leading to more lawlessness, so 
now present your members as slaves to righteousness leading to sanctification. When you were slaves of 
sin, you were free in regard to righteousness. But what fruit were you getting at that time from the things 
of which you are now ashamed? The end of those things is death. But now that you have been set free 
from sin and have become slaves of God, the fruit you get leads to sanctification and its end, eternal life. 
For the wages of sin is death, but the free gift of God is eternal life in Christ Jesus our Lord.”  
Romans 6:17-23 
 
“For consider your calling, brothers: not many of you were wise according to worldly standards, not 
many were powerful, not many were of noble birth. But God chose what is foolish in the world to shame 
the wise; God chose what is weak in the world to shame the strong; God chose what is low and despised 
in the world, even things that are not, to bring to nothing things that are, so that no human being might 
boast in the presence of God. He is the source of your life in Christ Jesus, whom God made our wisdom 
and our righteousness and sanctification and redemption. Therefore, as it is written, Let the one who 
boasts, boast in the Lord.” 1 Corinthians 1:26-31 
 
“Do you not know that the unrighteous will not inherit the kingdom of God? Do not be deceived: neither 
the sexually immoral, nor idolaters, nor adulterers, nor men who practice homosexuality, nor thieves, nor 
the greedy, nor drunkards, nor revilers, nor swindlers will inherit the kingdom of God. And such were 
some of you. But you were washed, you were sanctified, you were justified in the name of the Lord Jesus 
Christ and by the Spirit of our God.” 1 Corinthians 6:9-11 
 
“Wives, submit to your own husbands, as to the Lord. For the husband is the head of the wife even as 
Christ is the head of the church, his body, and is himself its Savior. Now as the church submits to Christ, so 
also wives should submit in everything to their husbands. Husbands, love your wives, as Christ loved the 
church and gave himself up for her, that he might sanctify her, having cleansed her by the washing of 



water with the word, so that he might present the church to himself in splendor, without spot or wrinkle 
or any such thing, that she might be holy and without blemish. In the same way husbands should love 
their wives as their own bodies. He who loves his wife loves himself. For no one ever hated his own flesh, 
but nourishes and cherishes it, just as Christ does the church, because we are members of his body.” 
Ephesians 5:22-30 
 
“Finally, then, brothers, we ask and urge you in the Lord Jesus, that as you received from us how you 
ought to live and to please God, just as you are doing, that you do so more and more. For you know what 
instructions we gave you through the Lord Jesus. For this is the will of God, your sanctification: that you 
abstain from sexual immorality; that each one of you know how to control his own body in holiness and 
honor, not in the passion of lust like the Gentiles who do not know God; that no one transgress and wrong 
his brother in this matter, because the Lord is an avenger in all these things, as we told you beforehand 
and solemnly warned you. For God has not called us for impurity, but in holiness. Therefore whoever 
disregards this, disregards not man but God, who gives his Holy Spirit to you.” 1 Thessalonians 4:1-8 
 
“Now may the God of peace himself sanctify you completely, and may your whole spirit and soul and 
body be kept blameless at the coming of our Lord Jesus Christ. He who calls you is faithful; he will surely 
do it.” 1 Thessalonians 5:23-24 
 
“But we ought always to give thanks to God for you, brothers beloved by the Lord, because God chose 
you as the firstfruits to be saved, through sanctification by the Spirit and belief in the truth. To this he 
called you through our gospel, so that you may obtain the glory of our Lord Jesus Christ.  So then, 
brothers, stand firm and hold to the traditions that you were taught by us, either by our spoken word or 
by our letter. Now may our Lord Jesus Christ himself, and God our Father, who loved us and gave us 
eternal comfort and good hope through grace, comfort your hearts and establish them in every good 
work and word.” 2 Thessalonians 2:13-17 
 
“For it was fitting that he, for whom and by whom all things exist, in bringing many sons to glory, should 
make the founder of their salvation perfect through suffering. For he who sanctifies and those who are 
sanctified all have one origin. That is why he is not ashamed to call them brothers, saying, I will tell of 
your name to my brothers; in the midst of the congregation I will sing your praise.” Hebrews 2:10-12 
 
“When he said above, You have neither desired nor taken pleasure in sacrifices and offerings and burnt 
offerings and sin offerings (these are offered according to the law), then he added, Behold, I have come 
to do your will. He abolishes the first in order to establish the second.  And by that will we have been 
sanctified through the offering of the body of Jesus Christ once for all.  And every priest stands daily at his 
service, offering repeatedly the same sacrifices, which can never take away sins. But when Christ had 
offered for all time a single sacrifice for sins, he sat down at the right hand of God, waiting from that time 
until his enemies should be made a footstool for his feet. For by a single offering he has perfected for all 
time those who are being sanctified. And the Holy Spirit also bears witness to us; for after saying, ‘This is 
the covenant that I will make with them after those days,’ declares the Lord: ‘I will put my laws on their 
hearts, and write them on their minds,’ then he adds, ‘I will remember their sins and their lawless deeds no 
more.’ Where there is forgiveness of these, there is no longer any offering for sin.” Hebrews 10:8-18 
 
“To those who are elect exiles of the dispersion in Pontus, Galatia, Cappadocia, Asia, and Bithynia, 
according to the foreknowledge of God the Father, in the sanctification of the Spirit, for obedience to 
Jesus Christ and for sprinkling with his blood: May grace and peace be multiplied to you.” 1 Peter 1:1-2 
 
“O foolish Galatians! Who has bewitched you? It was before your eyes that Jesus Christ was publicly 
portrayed as crucified. Let me ask you only this: Did you receive the Spirit by works of the law or by 
hearing with faith? Are you so foolish? Having begun by the Spirit, are you now being perfected by the 
flesh? Did you suffer so many things in vain—if indeed it was in vain? Does he who supplies the Spirit to 
you and works miracles among you do so by works of the law, or by hearing with faith—just as Abraham 
believed God, and it was counted to him as righteousness?” Galatians 3:1-6
